Title: What is the difference between a paper and a patent?

Corporation)

In universities, the number of papers is one of the most important
evaluations, and in companies, the number of patents is also a factor in their
evaluation. Although both papers and patents have many points in common
in that they are based on novel inventions and discoveries, they are
nevertheless fundamentally different in some respects.

In the case of a paper, the purpose is to prove a new hypothesis, and the
objective is to arrive at the truth from objective facts. In the case of a patent,
on the other hand, the purpose is to protect the business, not to search for the
truth. Patents have a legal basis, and in Japan they are protected by the Patent
Law. This law protects the rights of inventors and has the power to regulate
the business development of similar inventions.

In this forum, we would like to compare the difference between a paper and
a patent with specific examples and discuss to deepen your understanding of
patents.
