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Basic Philosophy and Principles Guiding
the Operation of the ICU Undergraduate Dormitories

Preamble

ICU was established to promote learning and scholarship in its most profound sense and in doing
so to create a laboratory for learning the values and ways of Christian brotherhood and democracy.

In a democracy, emphasis is on cooperation and responsibility in the spirit of service---not on
authority, prerogative, or autonomy.

Emphasis is on the liberation and use of intelligence rather than the regimentation of intelligence.

The emphasis then, at ICU, is not on autonomy or authority, but rather it is on cooperative
planning and responsible service; administration with constituencies; administration with faculty;
faculty with faculty; student with student and administration and faculty with students.

What is the significance of this philosophy for the development of life in the ICU dormitories?

The dormitories are part of the university, and life in the dormitories is part of the educational
programs of ICU.

The administration and faculty, therefore, have certain responsibilities, having to do with safety,
health, finances, basic standards of morality and level of culture within the spirit of an International
Christian University. Toward the fulfililment of these responsibilities the following regulations are
established.
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(Establishment)

Article 1. The International Christian University (herein referred to as “ICU”) is to establish Second

Men’s Dormitory, Canada House, Second Women’s Dormitory, Third Women’s Dormitory, and

Fourth Women’s Dormitory (herein referred to as “the 5 undergraduate dormitories”) in accordance

with University Regulations and as a means to promote education.

(Supervision)

Article 2. ICU possesses the right to manage the 5 undergraduate dormitories. The Dean of Students

is to supervise the work of the dormitories’ maintenance, management and operations.

(Qualifications for entering)

Article 3. Residents of the dormitories are to meet the following qualifications.

(1) Students enrolled in the College of Liberal Arts as 4-year regular or 1-year regular students

(2) Students given special permission by the Dean of Students

(Group life)

Article 4. Dormitory residents are to cooperate in maintaining a responsible and orderly dormitory

life by establishing the necessary organizations to support and improve study, individual, group, and

spiritual life: by providing by-laws for each dormitory: and by creating a healthy environment.

(Moving in/out; expiration of length of residency/early withdrawal; length of residency)

Acrticle 5. Moving in/out of the dormitory are determined as follows.

(1) The period for moving into the dormitory is to be the beginning of each academic term.

(2) The period for moving out of the dormitory is to be the end of each academic term. Students
who are moving out of the dormitory due to graduation or expiration of length of residency must
follow the procedures as prescribed in the Dormitory Operation By-laws and move out of the
dormitory as soon as possible.

2. If moving out of the dormitory before completing the originally planned period of time, the

procedures as prescribed in the Dormitory Operation By-laws must be followed.

3. The period of residency shall be limited to the minimum period of enrollment of the University

undergraduate programs defined at the time of admission and the standard period of enroliment for

the graduate school defined at the time of admission.

(Returning to the dormitory)

Acrticle 6. As a rule, the individuals below may return.  Those returning must follow the procedures

as prescribed in the Dormitory Operation By-laws.

(1) Students who take part in ICU’s study abroad program.

(2) Students given special permission by the Dean of Students.

(Dormitory closing)

Article 7. Dormitories are to open for the 10-month academic year. The university may use

dormitories for educational programs, etc. during vacation periods. If the university chooses to use

dormitories during vacation periods, it may require students to put the room in order.

(Dormitory fees)

Article 8. All students newly moving into a dormitory are to pay the dormitory admission fee. This

fee is listed separately in the table of costs.

2. Dormitory fees include the room charge and other fees (utilities, etc.). One year’s portion
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consists of 10 months. Monthly dormitory fees are listed separately in the table of costs.
Dormitory fees are to be collected in one payment each academic term. Spring and Autumn terms
are calculated as 3 months each, and Winter term is calculated as 4 months.

3. Dormitory fees once paid are not refundable for any reason.

(Occupant capacities)

Acrticle 9. The occupant capacity of each dormitory is listed below.

Canada House 34
Third Women’s Dormitory 40
Fourth Women’s Dormitory 32

(Compensation for damages)

Article 10. In the case of damage or loss of facilities or equipment caused as a result of a resident’s

intent of grievous mistake, costs to return facilities or equipment to their original condition must be

paid at the expense of the student.

(Cancellation of qualification)

Acrticle 11. The Dean of Students may cancel the qualification for residing in the dormitory for either

of the following reasons.

(1) If any part of the information in application documents were falsified

(2) If dormitory fees are not paid

(3) If there are serious hindrances to communal living or to the dormitory’s management and
operations

(By-laws)

Article 12. By-laws related to the operation of student dormitories are to be determined separately.

(Administrative office)

Article 13. The Student Services Division is to act as the administrative office for matters pertaining

to for student dormitories.

(Revisions and abolition)

Acrticle 14. Revisions or abolition of these regulations are to be deliberated on by the Committee and

the Senate, and be conducted by the President after gathering the opinion of dormitory residents.

The Second Women’s Dormitory shall be closed on March 31, 2016.
These revised regulations become effective from April 1, 2016.
These revised regulations become effective from September 1, 2018.
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
