BYLAWS FOR THE OPERATION AND
ADMINISTRATION OF INTERNATIONAL CHRISTIAN
UNIVERSITY GLOBAL HOUSE

Purpose
These bylaws establish guidelines for the operation and administration of Global House, in
accordance with the Regulations Governing International Christian University Global House,
Avrticle 12.

Respects for Human Rights
Those living in the dormitory must respect one another’s human rights in their everyday
activities, in a manner defined by the University’s “Regulations and Measures for the Prevention
and Dealing with Human Rights Violations”.

Capacity and Room Allocation
(1) The number of residents is set at 68, with one half of these to be students with foreign
nationality.
(2) Inprinciple, 16 units will be allotted to house CLA students, and 4 rooms will be allocated
for GS tutors.

Units
(1) A unit consists of 4 separate student bedrooms, and a shared living room, kitchen, toilet,
wash basin, shower room, and entrance area.
(2) The combination of students to be assigned to a given unit will be determined by the Dean
of Students taking into account the regional backgrounds and individual concerns of the students.
(3) In principle, the residents of a unit are to cooperate in the maintenance and operation of the
unit.
(4) The cleaning of the unit is to be carried out cooperatively by those living in it.

Superintendent

A superintendent will be assigned to Global House, who will carry out the following duties:
(1) Distribution of keys at time of moving into the dormitory, and collection of keys at time of
moving out.
(2) Supervision of facilities and equipment in the dormitory.
(3) Cleaning of dormitory areas outside of the units.
(4) Other duties deemed necessary by the Dean of Students.

Tutors

Tutors fulfill the following duties:
(1) Consultation with undergraduate students living in the dormitory on matters of concern,
both scholastic and personal.
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(2) Office hours at least twice a week.
(3) Carrying out emergency procedures for dealing with sudden illnesses or other accidents
when superintendent is absent.
(4) Other duties deemed necessary by the Dean of Students.
7. Entrances and Withdrawal
(1) Those moving into the dormitory must contact the superintendent in order to receive the
keys and other equipment to be loaned to them on the date of their entrance into the dormitory.
(2) Residents must take all of their personal belonging with them when they leave the
dormitory.
(3) Those moving out of the dormitory must return to the superintendent the keys they have
loaned.
8. Withdrawal Prior to the Term Expiration
If moving out of the dormitory before completing the originally planned period of time, the form
“Dormitory withdrawal notification” must be submitted to the Dean of Students at least 1 month
before withdrawal.
9. Review of Fees
(1) The amount of the dormitory entrance fee will be reviewed every two years, and room fees
and utilities fees will be reviewed annually.
10. Cleaning of Rooms before the Term of Dormitory Closure
Residents of the dormitory must clean their rooms prior to vacating the dormitory for the
summer and leave them ready for occupancy by the University-related events.
11. Management of Keys
(1) The University will lend to each resident keys to the front door of the dormitory, his or her
own unit, and their individual room within the unit. Each resident is responsible for looking
after his or her own keys.
(2) Lending keys to others or making duplicates is strictly forbidden.
(3) Inthe event that keys are lost or destroyed, the resident is to cover the cost of replacement.
12. Living in the Dormitory, Environmental, and Sanitation Issues
(1) No out-door shoes are allowed in a unit.
(2) Flame sources for cooking may only be used in kitchenette.
(3) Smoking is prohibited in the dormitory, with the exception of a designated smoking area.
(4) Participation in periodic University fire drills is required of all residents.
(5) Residents must not leave or dispose of personal belonging or other objects likely to become
an obstruction in the common use areas of the dormitory.
(6) The balconies are not to be used.
(7) Both doors to one’s individual room and one’s unit must be locked when going out.
(8) The residents are strongly encouraged to be back in the dormitory by 0:00.
(9) All residents must avoid causing excess noise, and make every effort to preserve an
environment that is conducive to study and comfortable to live in.
(10) Consumption of alcohol is forbidden within the dormitory, except for the areas within the
units. Even within the units, one should not drink to excess, or in a manner that creates a
nuisance for other residents.
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(11)  All residents should help out in cleaning their units on a regular basis, as well as making
sure to divide their trash and cooperate with other recycling efforts.
(12) Pets are strictly forbidden.
(13) Illegal and controlled substances and objects are not to be brought into the dormitory.
(14) Possession of motor vehicles on campus (with the exception of scooters and motorcycles)
is prohibited.
(15) If one intends to be away from the dormitory for more than a week, one must notify the
superintendent in advance.
(16) Residents should bear in mind that the superintendent and the University reserve the right
to enter units and individual rooms at any time, following prior notification, for reasons relating
to building maintenance, sanitation, crime and fire prevention, or any other cases in which such
an administrative necessity is recognized. However, prior notification will be waived in cases of
emergency.
13. Facilities, Equipment, and Furnishings
(1) The University will provide the following facilities for the common use: entrance lobby,
Tsuru Memorial Lounge, drying room, bath, storage area, and outdoor drying area.
(2) The University will provide the following equipment and furnishings:
<In individual student rooms> Bookshelf, closet, internet connection, TV antenna hookup, desk,
chair, desk lamp, bed, mattress, chest of drawers, waste paper basket
<In the units> Cooking equipment and utensils, internet connection, TV antenna hookup,
intercom, table, chairs, refrigerator, microwave oven, washing machine
<In the study room> Internet connection and tables, chairs, bookshelf
<In the drying room> Clothes dryers, iron, ironing board
(3) The Lounge on the 1st floor, named after Dr. TSURU, Haruo, a former Professor of
Education and an emeritus professor, where cultural exchange programs will be held. Bylaws for
the use of the lounge will be provided separately.
(4) Residents will provide all other personal items they intend to use in the dormitory. Bringing
one’s own furniture for use in the dormitory is prohibited.
(5) Residents may lease their own sheets and other bedding from a provider at their own cost.
14. Individual Responsibilities of Residents
Residents themselves bear responsibility for each of the following items:
(1) Greeting visitors.
(2) Taking care and properly disposing of personal belongings.
(3) Receiving personal mail and other deliveries.
(4) Subscribing to, canceling, and paying fees for newspaper and television services.
(5) Taking the necessary steps in reporting theft and illness.
(6) Other areas directly related to one’s personal life.
15. Visitors
(1) Visiting hours are from 9 a.m. to 11 p.m.
(2) Visitors may not stay over night.
16. Other Concerns Not Covered in these Regulations
The Dean of Students will decide upon matters not dealt with under the bylaws above.
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17. Revisions and Abolition
Revisions and abolition of these bylaws are to be deliberated on by the Senate, and be
conducted by the President.

Supplementary Provision:

These bylaws shall be in effect as of April 1, 2013.
