ICU Bylaws for Management and Operations of 1st floor of
Momi House and Maple House

(Objective)

Article 1. The International Christian University is to provide communal facilities on the first
floor of Momi House and Maple House in order to promote campus community activities
centered on student dormitories.

(Types of facilities)

Article 2. The following facilities are to be placed on the first floor of Momi House and Maple
House.

Seminar rooms

Common living & dining area

Lounge

Japanese-style room

Japanese-style bath

(Users)

Article 3. The following persons can enter the first floor of Momi House and Maple House.

1. ICU students

2. ICU faculty/staff

3. Persons given special permission by the Dean of Students

(Hours for entering)

Article 4. Persons other than Momi House and Maple House residents may enter the first floor
from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. Such persons must leave by 10:00 p.m. However, Zelkova House,
Ginkgo House, and Oak House residents entering Momi House and Maple House to use the
Japanese-style bath may enter from 8:00 a.m. to 11:30 p.m.

(Rules governing use of facilities)

Article 5. Use of seminar rooms is to be as follows.

1. Hours: 8:00 a.m. - 10:00 p.m.

2. Scope of use

(1) Meetings regarding student dormitory operations
(2) Seminars, study sessions, etc., organized by ICU and/or ICU faculty/staff
(3) Seminars, etc., organized by students
(4) Meetings, etc., for student extracurricular activities
(5) Other gatherings given special permission by the Dean of Students
3. Applications to use seminar rooms
(1) For meetings regarding student dormitory operations, meetings and gatherings
organized by ICU, and gatherings approved by the Dean of Students, applications are to
be accepted up to 1 year in advance of the date(s) of use.
(2) For other meetings, gatherings, etc., applications are to be accepted up to 1 month in
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advance of the date(s) of use.
Article 6. Use of the common living & dining area and the Japanese-style room is to be as
follows.
1. Hours for persons other than Momi House and Maple House residents
Monday - Friday 8:00 a.m. - 10:00 p.m.
Saturday - Sunday ~ 8:00 a.m. - 8:00 p.m.
The common living & dining area and the Japanese-style room are to be used as a space for
relaxation by residents and non-residents. However, use for events, etc., may be approved with
a reservation.
2. Scope of use with a reservation
(1) Events organized by Momi House and Maple House
(2) Events organized by ICU and/or ICU faculty/staff
(3) Other gatherings given special permission by the Dean of Students
3. Applications to use the common living & dining area and/or the Japanese-style room with a
reservation
(1) For events organized by Momi House and Maple House and events, etc., organized by
ICU, applications are to be accepted up to 1 year in advance of the date(s) of use.
(2) For other gatherings, etc., applications are to be accepted up to 1 month in advance of
the date(s) of use.
Article 7. Use of the Japanese-style bath is to be as follows.
1. Users: Students residing in Momi House, Maple House, Zelkova House, Ginkgo House, and
Oak House
2. Hours
Momi House and Maple House residents: 7:00 p.m. - 1:00 a.m. on the following day
Zelkova House, Ginkgo House, and Oak House residents: 7:00 p.m. - 11:30 p.m.
Acrticle 8. Use of the courtyard is to be as follows.
1. The courtyard is to be used as a space for relaxation by residents and non-residents.
However, use for events, etc., may be approved with a reservation.
2. Scope of use with a reservation
(1) Events organized by Momi House and Maple House
(2) Events organized by ICU and/or ICU faculty/staff
(3) Other gatherings given special permission by the Dean of Students
3. When using fire (e.g. barbecue), the separately established rules are to be observed, and care
should be taken to prevent fires.
Article 9. Matters to keep in mind when using facilities
1. Users are to be mindful of noise, etc., especially at night.
2. Users are to endeavor to maintain cleanliness of facilities.
3. Any equipment and/or furnishings that are used are to be returned to their original state after
use.
Alcohol is prohibited.
Users are to pay compensation for any loss of building furnishings and/or damage or loss of
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facilities or equipment caused as a result of intent or grievous mistake.
Article 10. The Student Services Division is to act as the administrative office for matters
regarding the use of facilities.
Article 11. Revisions or abolition of these bylaws are to be deliberated on by the Dormitory
Management and Operations Committee and be conducted by the Dean of Students.

Supplementary Provision:
1. These bylaws shall become effective from April 5, 2017 and shall be applied from April 1,
2017.
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
